MBAC Player Development Award
The MBAC Player Development Award is designed to recognize a PGA Professional for extraordinary and exemplary contributions and achievements in the area of player development.  This award considers the PGA Professional’s growth of the game leadership commitment at the Chapter levels and the impact made at the facility.

The MBAC Special Awards Committee will adhere to the following guidelines and criteria for selecting the Chapter Award Winner:

The Player Development Award Guidelines: 

· Contributions to Chapter development initiatives.
· Quantity, quality and diversity of player development programs.
· Use of Play Golf America tools and resources in the area of Player Development.
· Quality of best practices, including uniqueness of ideas, increase in rounds / revenues, retention and customer satisfaction.
· Inspiration of fellow PGA Professionals in the area of player development.
The Player Development Award Criteria:

1. Criteria to Measure


a. Leadership of Chapter in the area of player development.

b. Use of PGA of America Player Development and Golf 2.0 Resources. 

c. Number of programs conducted, number of consumers / members attending events, diversity in types of programs and target customers.

d. Some form of measuring impact of program on player retention, increase in rounds played / sold, increase in member / customer satisfaction, impact on growing revenues or decreasing expenses.

e. Quality, practicality of Best Practice ideas.
f. Leadership of Chapter in the area of player development.
2. Selection Process

a. Any PGA member (Class A, Master Professional or Life Member) in good standing meeting the outlined requirements.

b. Nomination should be based on a candidate’s entire past experience and commitment for continuing one’s contributions and assistance.

c. Achievements during the past five years should be emphasized.

d. National Awards Committee will select recipient based on criteria.

e. Nominees will be notified by the Special Awards Committee Chairman regarding award determination status no later than January 14, 2021.

3. Ineligible Categories

a. Previous National PGA Golf Professional of the Year Award winners
b. Current members of the MBAC Board of Directors
c. Class “F” and “Inactive” members

d. Apprentices 
e. Members of the MBAC Special Awards Committee
