The MBAC Merchandiser of the Year Award is designed to recognize those PGA Professionals who have excelled as business persons / merchandisers in the promotion of golf.   

The MBAC Special Awards Committee will adhere to the following guidelines and criteria for selecting the Chapter Award Winner:

Merchandiser of the Year Guidelines: 

· PGA member in good standing
· Overall credit rating
· Credit rating within the industry
· Community involvement
Merchandiser of the Year Criteria:

1. Criteria to Measure

a. Demonstration of skill in planning and promotion of sales by presenting products to his/her market on a timely basis, and through the use of specialized merchandising techniques that include display and advertising.

2. Selection Process

a. Any PGA member in good standing meeting the outlined requirements.

b. Nomination should be based on a candidate’s entire past experience and commitment for continuing one’s contributions and assistance.

c. Achievements during the past five years should be emphasized.


d. Chapter Awards Committee will select a recipient based on the criteria.

e. Nominees will be notified by the Special Awards Committee Chairman regarding award determination status no later than January 14, 2021.
3. Ineligible Categories

a. Previous Chapter PGA Merchandiser of the Year Award winners; unless

i. at another facility, or

ii. Same facility five years after winning the Chapter Merchandiser of the Year Award.

b. Previous Chapter Golf Professional of the Year Award winners

c. Current members of the MBAC Board of Directors

d. Class “F” and “Inactive” members

e. Apprentices

f. Members of the MBAC Special Awards Committee

Other Considerations:

· REMINDER: You are marketing yourself and your facility with this nomination.  Be sure to make every effort possible to present yourself and your facility in the most positive perspective possible.  Be sure to include descriptive examples in order to emphasize your achievements.  Should you be selected as the Chapter Special Award Winner, this nomination information will be submitted for Section Consideration (The following awards will be submitted for NCPGA Special Award: Golf Professional of the Year, Horton Smith, Bill Strausbaugh, Youth Player Development, Teacher of the Year, Merchandisers of the Year, Player Development Award, Club Fitter of the Year, Patriot Award).
